materials.

Recommend to purchase fromCPMEducational Program for a total amount not to
exceed $121,556; includes a 10% contingency; funded from ESSER curriculum funds;
place this on the next Board of Educationmeeting on the Consent Calendar.

3. Middle School Science

This purchase is a two (2) year extension of the current Elevate Science curriculum and resource

materials.

Recommend to purchase from Savvas for a total amount not to exceed $133,105;
includes a 10% contingency; funded from ESSER funds and curriculum funds; place
this on the next Board of Educationmeeting on the Consent Calendar.
